Method

At present we partner with MINTS to develop a regionally sensitive curriculum in the area of ACTS, and established by provide curriculum in their own language, develop future professors from among them, and then work to share the educational results locally with interconnected global system of MINTS. Key to the ACTS / MINITS missionary aspect is the requirement of the centers to multiply in their region, language, and sphere of influence.
